Why to promote wildlife 
Health?

❑ The health of wildlife is a key 
component of global health

❑ Monitoring and understanding 
wildlife health can provide early 
warning of ecosystem disturbance 
and potential risks of disease 
emergence

❑ Addressing health risks at the 
human-animal-ecosystem interface 
is paramount for preventing impacts 
on human health and economy

❑ Wildlife health indicators are 
likely to pre-empt population 
collapse and allow for early 
intervention vital to conservation
